County Department of Health and Human Services, who work in partnership with our district leadership.
We adhere to their guidance, which varies because each case is unique.

Again, you will receive personalized communication should there be any concerns that could require you
to take additional action.

Lastly, we want to let you know about COVID testing provided by NCDHHS and DCDHHS. Testing is being
provided at Davie County Community Park and Smith Grove Community Center. More information can
be found on the Safe & Secure page of our district website.
